Do not wear
the seat belt when the ROPS is in
the DOWN position. Always wear

2. A ROPS should never be modified
by welding, grinding or cutting,
as this can weaken the ROPS
structure. If any components of
the ROPS unit is damaged, it must
be replaced.

The following symptoms may occur if
air exists in the hydrostatic system:

Check that the fluid level of the
transaxle is adequate before starting.
The following procedure works best
when the machine's wheel is off
the ground. Repeat under normal



If this task is
difficult, it should be done in a free
space with no objects or people.
